The 10® Congress of the Kachin Women's Association Thailand (KWAT) was held in a liberated
area near the Thai-Burma Border during 25-26 February 2019 45 KWAT members attended the

congress, including staff from inside Burma, as well as 2 observers.

During the two davs of the congress, programs and project activities and secretariat actrvities of
2017-2018 were reported and reviewed, and the constitution. operational manual and finance
policy were updated and finalized. Purthermore, the future strategic work plans were laid down
for the coming two year term.
